
Spreading the Good News
Before Jesus returned to His Father in heaven, He told His disciples 
that He would send the Holy Spirit to them. Jesus promised that 
the Holy Spirit would give the disciples power to tell others about 
God and His love for them,1 and would help them remember all the 
things that He had taught them during His time on earth.2

The Bible tells many stories of how, after they received 
the power of the Holy Spirit, the disciples boldly taught 
others about Jesus. In one story, the disciples were 
preaching to a crowd of believers from many different 
countries. The crowd was amazed when they heard the 
disciples. “How can this be?” they exclaimed. “These 
people are all from Galilee, but we hear them speaking  
in our own languages!”4

Another time, the apostles Peter and John were 
going to the temple to pray when a beggar who 
couldn’t walk asked them for money. Peter told 
him: “I don’t have silver and gold, but I’ll give you 
what I do have. In the name of Jesus Christ, get up 
and walk!”

Immediately, the man’s legs felt strengthened, and 
he was able to stand. In fact, he not only stood, 
but the Bible says he walked, leaped, and praised 
God.5 (You can read more about this in “The Acts of 
the Apostles: Healing of the Lame Man.”)

The 
way you treat others, the things you say, the respect you have are all ways to show Jesus’ love.

Think on how Jesus’ love cheers and comforts your heart, and share that with others. Ask the Holy Spirit to give you 
the power that you need. Then you, too, can spread the good news of Jesus’ love, just like His disciples did long ago.
