John not only recorded the 
Gospel of John, he also wrote 
three letters: 1st, 2nd, and 3rd John.

In Revelation (verses 21:1–7, 
10–27, and 22:1–5) you can 
read about the visions Jesus 
gave John about the fantastic 
future for all of us who have 
accepted Jesus’ gift of 
salvation.
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
